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2006 Hear t of Europe Bicycle Tour  
 
Saturday July 22, 2006 
Departure for Europe via scheduled international carrier to Munich, 
Germany. 
 
Sunday July 23, 2006 Munich/St. Wolfgang 
Early morning arrival in Munich, the vibrant capital of Bavaria.  After 
loading our fully equipped luxury motorcoach, there will be a short 
tour of the city including the Glockenspiel and Town Hall at the 
historic Marienplatz.  After lunch at the famous Hofbrauhaus and the 
assembly of the bicycles, we begin the scenic drive to St. Wolfgang in 
the Austrian Alps.  The remainder of the day is free to relax or take a 
leisurely stroll in “postcard beauty.”  
 
Monday July 24, 2006 St. Wolfgang    (23-46 miles cycling)   
A wonderful day of biking in some of the most picturesque Austrian countryside.  From the shores of Wolfgangsee we bike 
to Bad Ischl, the summer residence of the former Austrian emperor and then on to Hallstatt, a photogenic village, founded 
in Celtic times and precariously built on a narrow strip of land bordered by the lake and steep mountainside.  Return to St. 
Wolfgang, stopping in Zauner’s world famous pastry shop for Kaffee and Kuchen. 
 

Tuesday July 25, 2006 St. Wolfgang/Salzburg    (20-40 miles cycling) 
This morning we will be cycling alongside the beautiful Wolfgangsee until we 
reach the inviting forests, hills and valleys of Salzburgerland.  After lunch, our 
ride will take us on tree-lined bike paths along the Salzach River and into the 
city of Salzburg.  A baroque jewel in a perfect mountain setting, Salzburg is 
acknowledged to be one of the most beautiful cities of Europe.  Dinner on own 
this evening.  “The Sound of Music”  city is home to many world famous 
Mozart inspired concerts. 
 
Wednesday July 26, 2006     Salzburg    (30 miles cycling) 
Free morning of sightseeing might include Hohensalzburg (the fortress with its 
impressive view of the city), Mirabell Palace and Gardens, St. Peters and the 

Residence Square, or shopping in the fashionable Getreidegasse and other 17th century streets.  Enjoy a fantastic afternoon 
bike ride from Bad Durrnberg into Germany to Berchtesgaden and the tranquil Konigsee. Dinner on own this evening.  
Tonight you may attend another concert, visit the casino or a local night spot.     
 
Thursday July 27, 2006    Salzburg/Innsbruck    (30+ miles cycling) 
Today we travel to the famous ski resort of Kitzbühel and then to the medieval village of Rattenberg, well known for its 
hand-cut crystal.  At Alpbach, voted the most beautiful village in Austria, we mount our bicycles for a delightful ride along 
the Inn Valley to the Tyrolean capitol of Innsbruck, home of the l964 and l976 Olympics.  After dinner at the Hotel Neue 
Post, we will attend an authentic evening of Tyrolean folkloric entertainment. 
 
Fr iday July 28, 2006 Innsbruck/Zermatt 
Travel via coach through spectacular alpine scenery as we make our 
way to Switzerland.  Our journey takes us over the Arlbergpass, 
where modern skiing originated, to Liechtenstein (famous for its 
stamps), up the Rhine Valley to Chur, where we catch the Glacier 
Express, Switzerland’s most famous mountain railway for an 
unforgettable journey over mountain passes and down to the Rhone 
Valley.  Our first class panorama carriage will deliver us directly to 
Zermatt, at the foot of the Matterhorn. 
 
Saturday July 29 2006    Zermatt 
Today at leisure – an opportunity to take an aerial tram to Klein 



Matterhorn for summer skiing or ride the cog rail to Gornergrat, gazing across glaciers to the peaks of majestic mountains 
including the unmistakable Matterhorn.   The views surpass description and will stay with you for a lifetime.  This auto-free 
village is a haven for hikers and mountaineers who come to enjoy the peace, quiet and breathtaking spell of the Matterhorn. 

 
Sunday July 30 2006 Zermatt/Montreux  (17-50 miles cycling – Century 
Ride option*) 
Leave Zermatt by train to connect with our coach again at Tasch.  Continue 
biking through enchanting Swiss Alpine scenery en route to Lake Geneva and 
the classy resort town of Montreux.  An evening walk along the flower-adorned 
lake front is the perfect ending to the day. 
 
*Century-Ride option – this ride begins at the base of the Matterhorn for a 17 
mile downhill into the Rhone Valley, past Sion and Martigny and ending at Lake 
Geneva for a total of l00 miles of cycling. 

 
Monday July 31, 2006    Montreux/Nyon    (30-46 miles cycling) 
Today we begin a ride around picturesque Lake Geneva via Vevey and 
Lausanne.  The luncheon highlight will be at the charming and quaint town of 
St. Prex (built in 1260 A.D.). Sample local breads, fruit or wines as you 
continue in vineyards through Allaman and Mont-sur-Rolle to the Roman and 
medieval town of Nyon.  This evening we enjoy fireworks around Lake 
Geneva on the occasion of Swiss National Day. 
 

Tuesday August 1, 2006    Nyon/Morzine    
(25-54 miles cycling) 
Short ride through Coppet to Geneva, the cosmopolitan city and European seat of the 
United Nations.  Leisure time for sight seeing and shopping. Afternoon ride crossing the 
border into France to the beautiful village of Yvoire and on to the elegant resort city of 
Thonon-les-Baines.  Continuing inland to the Alpine ski resort of Morzine, frequently one 
of the stops on the Tour de France. 
  
Wednesday August 2, 2006    Morzine/Inter laken    (25-50 miles cycling) 
We start the day off with one of the most beautiful of all downhill rides – from pines to 
palms.  We continue along the lakeshore through Evian crossing back into Switzerland.  
The next stop is the Castle Chillon of Lord Byron fame.  After our guided tour of this well-
preserved Swiss national treasure, we take a boat ride across Lake Geneva to Vevey 
rejoining our motorcoach which will take us to Interlaken.   
 

 
Thursday August 3, 2006    Inter laken    (25+ miles cycling) 
We spend all day in the spectacular beauty of the Bernese 
Oberland.  Marvel at the most impressive mountains of all the Alps 
– the Jungfrau, Eiger and Schilthorn.  We will bike into the 
incredible aura of the Lauterbrunnen Valley, the Valley of the 
Waterfalls.  Cog railways take you to Kleine Scheidegg, 
Grindelwald or Murren and offer a wide variety of hiking 
possibilities amidst magnificent mountain scenery. Bike or ride 
back to Interlaken, with time for shopping and sightseeing in this 
most international Swiss city.   
 
Fr iday August 4, 2006    Inter laken/Lucerne    (20-50 miles 
cycling) 
Today we have several options again – biking around Lake Thun and along the shores of Lake Brienz.  Maybe a visit to the 
castle of Spiez, caves on the North Shore of Lake Thun or the Museum of Swiss Alpine Houses near Brienz.  Then we 
board our motor coach for a short ride to Lucerne. 
 
Saturday August 5, 2006    Lucerne    (15-35 miles cycling)

Lucerne, where we board a ferry to Brunnen.  Continue biking along the 
beautiful eastern shore past quaint villages with the Swiss Alps as a 
backdrop.  Arrive in Lucerne in time to enjoy the sights including the 
covered wooden bridge with paintings depicting scenes from the town’s 
history.  This evening we will enjoy a typical Swiss fondue dinner with 
folkloric entertainment at the popular Stadtkeller. 
 
Sunday August 6, 2006    Lucerne/Zur ich/USA 
Early morning disassembly of bicycles and transfer to Zurich airport for the 
return flight to the USA, or extend your stay with excursions to other 
popular European destinations.  We will help you make travel arrangements 
for your post-tour plans.   
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
