Sing in morning Pontifical Mass in St. Peter’s Basilica in the Vatican

Afternoon visit to Basilica di San Giovanni in Laterno and Basilica di San Paolo fuori le
Mura. Basilica di San Giovanni in Laterno (St. John in Lateran) is the Cathedral of
Rome, the mother of all churches in Rome and in the world. Founded by Constantine,
during the time of Pope Silvester (314-335) it has been destroyed and rebuilt many
times. The current Basilica dates from the 17% century. Basilica di San Paolo fuori le
Mura (St. Paul Outside the Walls) was built over the burial place of the Apostle of the
Gentiles and consecrated in 324. The building of the first place of worship over St.
Paul’s tomb has been attributed to the Emperor Constantine. A larger basilica was
erected by the Emperors Valentiniano 11, Theodosius and Arcadius. Destroyed by fire
in 1823, it was rebuilt on the same foundations and consecrated by Pope Pius IX.
