I n the old days, field musicians were vital to commanders as the sole means of relaying orders durin
marching, the bands kept the company or regiment in proper cadence, and serveddailyeditthealls an
ceremonies such as Reveille, Taps, the General, the Assembly and the Retreat. The distinctive and «
uniforms were necessary to distinguish them easily on the battlefields, and were often the reverse co
worn by theihe soldiers.

The term "tattoo" derives from the cries of the 17th and 18th century Low Country innkeepers, who,
fifes and drums of the local regiment signaled a return to quarters would cry, "Doe der Tajpriadt'the
taps!" The sound of éhi'taps” caused the innkeeper's customers to depart and return to their barracks.
