Tuesday, June 28", 2011 _Salzburg
Depart from USA via scheduled air service, including full meal, beverage service and
in-flight entertainment. The destination is Munich, Germany.

Wednesday, June 30", 2011 _Salzburg

Arrive in Munich. Meet your MCI Tour Manager, who will assist the group to
awaiting chartered motorcoach for a transfer to Salzburg via Herrenchiemsee.

Enjoy a boat ride to see the Schloss Herrenchiemsee, on Chiemsee's Herreninsel
Island, built between 1878 and 1885 for King Ludwig II of Bavaria on the model of
Versailles. Here there are magnificent state apartments, including a 98m/322ft long
Hall of Mirrors and the King Ludwig Museum.

Continue to Salzburg for dinner and overnight.

Salzburg, Mozart's birthplace, is a delight from the first sight of the outline of the Hobensalzburg | :
Fortress, the symbol of the power of the prince-archbishops. The city’s picturesque streets with their
wrought-iron signs, its spacious squares with sculptured fountains and the noble architecture of its
buildings inspired by bishops with a passion for construction, leave memories which linger for years.

Thursday, July 1%, 2011 _Salzburg

Morning guided tour of Salzburg including Mirabel Palace and Gardens, Mozart
Square, the Dom (cathedral), University Church, the Mozarthaus (Mozart's birthplace)
and a cable car ride up to the Fortress (for an unparalleled view of the city below).

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Sunday, July 4, 2011 _Salzburg / Melk / Vienna
Sing/participate in Mass at the Salzburg Dom
Transfer to Vienna via Melk (entrance is included to the world-famous Abbey).

Vienna is still considered the music capital of the world. It is a city of refined tastes, grace, style and
unmatched artistic accomplishments. For a thousand years, Vienna was the capital of the far-flung
Holy Roman and Hapsburg empires.  Though its people and ways have changed, 1 ienna has
retained its imperial monuments, not as reminders of past glories, but as living symbols of its present

freedom.

Monday, July 5%, 2011 _Vienna

Half-day guided tour of Historical Vienna includes the Ringstrae, Imperial Palace,
State Opera, Town Hall, Burgkapelle (venue for the Vienna Boys Choir), Palace
Stables, Straull Monument, and Schonbrunn Palace, built by the Habsburgs in [§
imitation of Versailles. Evening concert as part of the American Celebration of |8
Music in Austria.

Tuesday, July 5", 2011 _Vienna / Eisenstadt / Budapest, Hungary

Transfer to Budapest via Eisenstadt. Everything in Eisenstadt reminds one of the
brilliant composer Haydn. Entrance is included to Esterhazy Palace with its
Haydnsaal, where many of Haydn's works were premiered, Haydnkirche and also to
Haydn's House, which is now a museum.

Continue to Budapest for dinner and overnight

Budapest, the modern combination of Pest (the larger city, sprawling on the Great Hungarian Plain)
and Buda (Castle Hill) is considered one of Europe's greatest cities. Two opera houses, five concert
halls, numerous theaters are only the beginning of the dazzling entertainment in this beantiful city.

Wednesday, July 6", 2011 Budapest

A morning guided tour of Budapest includes the Parliament, Chain Bridge, Royal
Castle Hill (for an incredible view of the city), St. Stephen's Cathedral, Matthias
Church, entrance to the Fisherman's Bastion (which occupies the site of Buda's old
defensive walls and a medieval square) and the National Gallery. Walk the grounds of
Vajdahunyad Castle, built f or t he Worl d Exhibitio
picturesque streets of Tancsis Mihaly utca, Uri utca and Fortuna utca which feature
splendid examples of medieval houses and Baroque mansions.
