The boy soon attempted to run away andgogus
John served his apprenticeship for sevensyeantil 1875, and apparently learned to play all the wi
instruments while honing his mettle with the violin.

Several years later, John left his apprenticeship to join a theatrical (pit) orchestra where he lea
conduct He returned to thg.S. Marine Bands its head 1880 and remaiad as its conductor until
1892. Sousa also led thaarching banaf Gonzaya College High SchoolSousa organized his ow
band in 1892. It toured widely, and in 1900, represented the United StatesPatrith&xposition
before touringEurope Sousa repeatedly refused to conduct orrdléo, fearing a lack of personal’,
contact with the audience. He was finally persuadeatbtso inl929and became a smash hit. Sous
