THE HISTORY

Memorial Day was officially proclaimed on May 5, 1868 by General John Logan, national andenof the Grand Army of the
Republic, in his General Order No. 11, and was first observed on May 30, 1868, when flowers were placed on the grames (
and Confederate soldiers at Arlington National Cemetery.

By 1890 it was recognized by all of therthern states, but the South refused to acknowledge thHedtenpsing to honor its war
dead on different days. This remained until the end of World War |, when the holiday changed from honoring just thesk w
fighting in the Civil War to honorindmericans who died fighting in any war.

Memorial Day is nhow celebrated in almost every State of the Union on the last Monday in May, following the passage
National Holiday Act of 1971.
