Austria and Czech Republic Director Preview Tour 
 

July 1 – 8, 2010 
 

 

Thursday, July 1, 2010 
Depart via scheduled air service.  The destination is Munich, Germany.  
 
Friday, July 2, 2010    Munich / Salzburg 
Arrive in Munich.  Meet your MCI Representative who will assist the group to awaiting 
chartered motorcoach for a transfer to Salzburg with a short stop in central Munich to 
enjoy the center of the city around Marienplatz.  Evening Welcome Dinner and 
overnight in Salzburg. 
 
Saturday, July 3, 2010    Salzburg 
Enjoy a morning guided tour of Salzburg including Mirabel Palace and Gardens, 
Mozart Square, the Dom (cathedral), University Church, the Mozarthaus (Mozart's 
birthplace) and a cable car ride up to the Fortress (for an unparalleled view of the city 
below).  Visit MCI venues used by performing ensembles in Salzburg including the 
Salzburg Dom, University Church, St. Peter’s, Mirabel Gardens, Mozarteum, St. Andrä, 
stage at Kapitelplatz, etc.  Evening dinner and overnight. 
 
Sunday, July 4, 2010    Salzburg / Vienna 
Transfer to Vienna.  Upon arrival in Vienna participate in a guided tour of Historical 
Vienna including the Ringstráße, Imperial Palace, State Opera, Town Hall, Burgkapelle 
(venue for the Vienna Boys Choir), Palace Stables, Strauß Monument, and entrance to 
Schönbrunn Palace, built by the Habsburgs in imitation of Versailles.  Evening dinner 
and overnight. 
 
Monday, July 5, 2010    Vienna 
Today’s sightseeing includes many of Vienna’s musical sites and visiting many 
performance venues. Evening dinner and overnight.  
 
Tuesday, July 6, 2010    Vienna / Prague 
Transfer to Prague.  Departing Vienna, visit the Central Cemetery to visit the grave  
sites of some of the great composers such as Schubert, Beethoven, Brahms, Strauss and 
others.  Upon arrival in Prague, visit some of famous performance venues.  Evening 
dinner and overnight. 
 
Wednesday, July 7, 2010    Prague 
Morning guided tour of Prague that includes seeing the Charles Bridge, Old Town 
Square with its Tyn Church and the Astronomical Clock, the Jewish Quarter, and also 
visiting Hradcany Castle, including its St. Vitus Cathedral, the Old Royal Palace, the 
Golden Lane, and the Daliborka Tower.  Lunch in Lobkowicz Palace and into marble 
hall for potential concerts.  Afternoon additional sightseeing, or venue visits.  Dinner 
on own. 
 
Thursday, July 8, 2010    Depart for home 
Transfer to Prague’s International Airport for return flight.  Arrive home in the evening 
of the same day.
