9:00am Morning guided tour of Prague that includes seeing the Charles Bridge, Old Town Square with its

including its St. Vitus Cathedral, the Old Royal Palace, the Golden Lane, and the Daliborka Tower

Wednesday, July 15th    Prague / Ļeský Krumlov / Kremsmünster, Austria 

7:30am Breakfast at the hotel  followed by hotel check-out  

8:30am Transfer to Kremsmünster. En route, stop in Ļeský Krumlov for an afternoon guided tour that 

includes St. Vitus Church, the Old Town, and entrance to Krumlov Castle, the residence of the 

Rosenbergs for some 300 years. In 1992, UNESCO named Ceský Krumlov a World Heritage Site for 

its historic importance and physical beauty.  Continue on to Kremsmünster to check into Landhotel

Saturday, July 18th    Vienna 

7:30am Breakfast at the hotel  

9:30am Half-day guided tour of Historical Vienna includes the Ringstráße, Imperial Palace, State Opera, 

Town Hall, Burgkapelle (venue for the Vienna Boys Choir), Palace Stables, Strauß Monument, and 

Schönbrunn Palace, built by the Habsburgs in imitation of Versailles.

5:45pm Arrival at the the Minoritenkirche to prepare for concert 

7:30pm  Concert in the Minoritenkirche as part of the 2009 American Celebration of Music in Austria

6:30pm Breakfast at the hotel 

7:30pm Full-day sightseeing to Schneeberg including a rack railway ride to the summit.   

10:15am Depart Puchberg by steam train, arriving into Hochschneeberg at 11:37am 

 Spend some time on top of the mountain, enjoy lunch and have some leisure time 

2:45pm Depart Hochschneeberg by steam train, arriving in Puchberg at 4:05pm

Monday, July 20th    Vienna / Eisenstadt / Budapest, Hungary 

Breakfast at the hotel followed by hotel check-out 

8:00am Transfer to Budapest 

9:30am Stop in Eisenstadt, where everything reminds one of the brilliant composer Haydn.  2009 marks the 



 

200th anniversary of this great classic-era composer«s passing.  Visit Esterhèzy Palace with its 

Haydnsaal, where many of Haydn's works were premiered, and also Haydn's House, which is now 

a museum.   

12:00pm Short recital in the Haydnsaal as part of the Haydn 2009 Anniversary 

Continue on to Budapest for dinner at 7:00pm and overnight at Hotel Mercure Buda 

 

Tuesday, July 21st    Budapest  

8:00am Breakfast at the hotel  

9:00am Morning guided tour of Budapest includes the Parliament, Chain Bridge, Royal Castle Hill (for an 

incredible view of the city), St. Stephen's Cathedral, Matthias Church, entrance to the Fisherman's 

Bastion (which occupies the site of Buda's old defensive walls and a medieval square where fish 

was once sold) and the National Gallery.  Walk the grounds of Vajdahunyad Castle, built for the 

World Exhibition in the late 1800«s, and visit the picturesque streets of Tèncsis Mihèly utca, Uri 

utca and Fortuna utca which feature splendid examples of medieval house and Baroque mansions.

Wednesday, July 22nd    Budapest  

8:00am Breakfast at the hotel  

9:00am Half-day tour of Musical Budapest includes entrance to Bela Bartok Memorial House, Liszt 

Memorial Museum at the Academy of Music, and the Museum of Music History 

3:30pm Arrival at Millenaris Center to prepare for concert 

5:00pm Concert at Millenaris Center in Millenaris Park  
8:00pm Dinner at Hotel Mercure Buda 

 

Thursday, July 23rd    Budapest 

8:00am Breakfast at the hotel  

Full-day excursion to the Hungarian Puszta.  The tour includes a welcome drink and typical 

Hungarian Gypsy lunch, horse riding shows, and carriage ride.  Return to Budapest in the late 

afternoon.   

8:00pm Evening Farewell Dinner Cruise on the Danube River 

9:30pm Rerturn to the hotel via one-way local motorcoach (please leave no personal items on this coach) 

 

Friday, July 24th    Depart for home 

4:15am  Boxed breakfast to go at the hotel followed by hotel check-out 

4:30am  Transfer to Budapest«s International Airport for return flight to USA
